CURRENT SITUATION

Current With the arrival of the onshore weather pattern yesterday Firefighters will take advantage of lower wind
speeds and directly attack any remaining hot spots. Most crews’ main objective today will be improving
and connecting sections of containment line around the perimeter of the fire. They will be utilizing
retardant dropping aircraft to reinforce the areas that are difficult to access due to steep terrain. While
containment grows, a damage assessment team will continue to survey destroyed or damaged structures.
