Situation Summary:

CURRENT SITUATION

At approximately 3:28 p.m. yesterday evening a wind driven brush fire started at the
intersection of Soledad Canyon Road and the 14 Fwy. Warm weather and gusty 20-
30mph winds drove the fire to approximately 1,100 acres. The head of fire slowed
overnight with increased relative humidity and lower temps. There is still potential fire
growth as temperatures warm throughout the day where fuel and topography align.
Crews will work through the day mopping up hot spots, protecting structures and
building containment lines.
