HAVE A PRE-ARRANGED MEETING PLACE OUTSIDE.
PRACTICE YOUR EXIT DRILL WITH YOUR ENTIRE FAMILY.

USE THE SAFEST ESCAPE ROUTE AVAILABLE, BUT REMEMBER THAT YOUR
WINDOW MAY ACTUALLY BE YOUR SAFEST, QUICKEST WAY OUT.

CHECK ALL WINDOWS AND DOORS TO MAKE SURE THEY OPEN EASILY AND CAN BE

REPAIR ANY DAMAGED WINDOWS OR DOORS AND REMOVE ANY OBSTRUCTIONS
HAVE A COLLAPSIBLE ESCAPE LADDER FOR WINDOWS ABOVE THE FIRST FLOOR.
