Telephone service is usually interrupted during a major
disaster. Telephone service is restored as quickly as
possible, and is restored in the following order:

1. Emergency services 2. Long-distance service

3. Pay phones 4. Business and residential service

It is conceivable that as service is restored and you

hear a dial tone, you would be able to call
out-of-state, but not your next door neighbor.

In the event of a major disaster that would affect
telephone service, make sure everyone in your
family carries this contact information at all times.
